1.The required credits for the degree are 128 credits, including 36 required GE credits, 10 school required credits, core required 60 credits and 22 elective credits.

2.The maximum credits taken each semester are based on the Guidelines for Student’s Course Selection of NKUHT.
3.Inter-departmental Electives admission are 12 credits maximum. (Including 6 Inter-school credits and Credit Programs.)
4.The * sign indicates that the general education courses will be adjusted per semester based on the number of classes.

5.The students might be divided in to group A/B for computer class.

6.Graduation requirements: please refer to the table of graduation requirements.
7.To graduate, students must complete a minimum of 40 hours of on-campus internship.
8.The grading of the Off-campus Internship is partially based on the certificate of internship referred by the company and the internship reports/assignments.

9.To fulfill the requirement of general education credits in the fourth year, students must complete the courses in any academic year within their four-year study period.
10.Other than military training and physical education classes, international students should follow the regulations of “Guidelines for Mandarin Courses” for required courses enrollment.
