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1. The required credits for the degree are 73 credits, including 14 required GE credits, department required 23 credits and 36 program elective credits.
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2. Inter-departmental course selection (including interdisciplinary microcredit courses and various academic programs) may be recognized for up to
12 credits, including up to 6 credits from other institutions.
